	Why does BCCDC focus on our youth? 
 
Data indicates young, developing brains show more propensity for forming addictive behaviors. * When I think of addiction, I think alcohol or tobacco. I know how these products taste and smell and I was taught early of their addictive nature.
 
For me, things get tricky and really frightening, when common items like bath salts are the new drug of choice. Bath salts (and plant fertilizers and other powders) are being snorted by kids and the manufacturers know this. These powdered bath salts are synthetic stimulants containing non FDA approved ingredients like methylenedioxypyrovalerone (MDPV). MDPV is a psychoactive drug which has amphetamine-like effects on the user. According to a January 22, 2011 USA Today article (see link to entire article below), these stimulants with names like Ivory Wave, Cloud9 and Bliss, "can cause hallucinations, paranoia, rapid heart rates and suicidal thoughts". 
 
These synthetic stimulants are killing people, especially kids who think they're not harmful because they're readily accessible. Bath salts containing MDPV have been banned in the UK, but many states in the US are just beginning to realize their devastating effects. 
 
Coalitions like ours have been part of the push to introduce House Bill 119 on bath salts and House Bill 139 on "Spice", another dangerous synthetic drug.
